Southeastern Diabetes Education Ser-
vices had a very productive year of encour-
aging, educating, and motivating children 
with diabetes in 2010.  Our success in help-
ing children learn how to Live Well With 
Diabetes was due in large part to the service 
and support of Alabama Lions!  

Alabama Lions enabled us to grow the 
number of different children served in 2010 
to three-hundred ninth-eight (398) com-
pared to 386 in 2009.   This represents our 
highest net number of children served in a 
year ever!  We operated 5 Camp Seale Har-
ris programs, 3 Camp Sugar Falls programs, 
1 Mobile Teen Residential Camp, and 12 
community programs that served 7 different 

Alabama communities.   These 21 programs 
provided diabetes education to 531 children.  
(Some children participated in local com-
munity programs in addition to attending 
Camp Seale Harris or Camp Sugar Falls.)
